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Long-Horned Beetle

The Long-horned Beetle is one of the most destructive plant pests
in the world. This pest has caused much devastation to countries
throughout Asia and elsewhere around the world, At 1 1/4 inches
long, this insect is coal black with irregular white spots on its back.
The females chew notches in the bark of trees and deposit their
eggs there. After the beetles mature, they burrow out of the tree in
late Spring or Summer leaving small holes in the trees. Adult
beetles feed on the leaves and bark of trees. The infested trees can
be identified by either the beetles, the holes from the egg laying,
sawdust around the trees, or by sap dripping from the trees.
